In light of the heinous and cowardly attack on a synagogue in 
Pittsburg, I share with you the words of our Presiding Bishop The Most 
Rev. Michael Curry. I also encourage you to join with him, and people 
of good will from across this country in prayer, in response to this most 
recent racially and politically motivated violence.  

ñItôs Saturday, and several hours ago you learned, as did we all, 
that a gunman entered Tree of Life synagogue in Pittsburgh. A number 
of people have been killed and wounded. Our Jewish neighbors, our 
brothers and sisters, are fearful and we must stand with them and pro-
vide comfort and support for them and for all. It is reported that the 
gunman not only ranted anti-Semitic sayings, he has also ranted and 
spoken against immigrants and refugees and other peoples. 

ñWe must pray, we must pray for him, we must pray for the 
spirit of our nation, that a spirit of love and compassion and goodness 
and decency would pervade, and that spirits of hatred and bigotry 
would be cast away. But, above all, at this time, pray for those who 
have died and for their families and their loved ones. Pray for those 
who are wounded. Pray for the first responders, pray for our brothers 
and sisters in the Jewish community. Pray for the Tree of Life syna-
gogue. Pray for the City of Pittsburgh. Pray for America. Pray for us all. 

ñAnd then, go out and do something. Do something that helps to 
end the long night and helps to bring in the daylight. Visit a neighbor. 
Remind our Jewish brothers and sisters that they do not stand alone. 
Care for someone. Love. Stand for what is right and good. Then pray. 
And then act.ò

In the past, money that was given in memory of someone or in the 
name of someone, often after a funeral, would be held separately until it 
could be spent on something appropriate.
