LITURGY OF THE WORD BCP 300

The Lessons, as appointed, are read. A Psalm, hymn, or anthem may follow each Reading.
Reader A Reading from Acts [10:34-43]

Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the other Gentiles: "I
truly understand that God shows no partiality, but in every
nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable
to him. You know the message he sent to the people of Israel,
preaching peace by Jesus Christ--he is Lord of all. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism
that John announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good
and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was
with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both in Judea and in
Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree; but
God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not
to all the people but to us who were chosen by God as
witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose from
the dead. He commanded us to preach to the people and to
testify that he is the one ordained by God as judge of the living
and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone
who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his
name."

For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had
received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the
scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the
third day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared
to Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he appeared to more than
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five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are
still alive, though some have died. Then he appeared to James,
then to all the apostles. Last of all, as to one untimely born, he
appeared also to me. For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to
be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.
But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward
me has not been in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than
any of them--though it was not I, but the grace of God that is
with me. Whether then it was I or they, so we proclaim and so
you have come to believe.

Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark,
Mary Magdalene came to the tomb and saw that the stone
had been removed from the tomb. So she ran and went to
Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus
loved, and said to them, “They have taken the Lord out of
the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him.”
Then Peter and the other disciple set out and went toward
the tomb. The two were running together, but the other
disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first. He bent



down to look in and saw the linen wrappings lying there,
but he did not go in. Then Simon Peter came, following
him, and went into the tomb. He saw the linen wrappings
lying there, and the cloth that had been on Jesus’ head, not
lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place by
itself. Then the other disciple, who reached the tomb first,
also went in, and he saw and believed; for as yet they did
not understand the scripture, that he must rise from the
dead. Then the disciples returned to their homes.

But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept,
she bent over to look into the tomb; and she saw two
angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been
lying, one at the head and the other at the feet. They said to
her, “Woman, why are you weeping?” She said to them,
“They have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where
they have laid him.” When she had said this, she turned
around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know
that it was Jesus. Jesus said to her, “Woman, why are you
weeping? Whom are you looking for?”” Supposing him to
be the gardener, she said to him, “Sir, if you have carried
him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take
him away.” Jesus said to her, “Mary!” She turned and said
to him in Hebrew, “Rabbouni!” (which means Teacher).
Jesus said to her, “Do not hold on to me, because I have
not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and
say to them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father,
to my God and your God.”” Mary Magdalene went and
announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”; and she
told them that he had said these things to her.

The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying
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The Lord be with you.
Peple And also with you.
Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
Peple It is right to give him thanks and praise.

We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the
Holy Spirit moved in the beginning of creation. Through it you
led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the
land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of
John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the
Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the
bondage of sin into everlasting life.

We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are
buried with Christ in his death. By it we share in his resurrection.
Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful
obedience to your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who
come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy
Spirit, that those who here are cleansed from sin and born again
may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior.

To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory,

now and for ever. Amen.
THE BAPTISM BCP 307

The candidate is presented by name to the Celebrant, who then pours water upon the candidate, saying

Debrah, 1 baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.
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THE ASPERGES

The priest sprinkles the people with baptismal water, alternately sprinkling those to the right and to
the left, as the people recite the 23" Psaln

Peaple:

I shall not be in want.

2 He makes me lie down in green
pastures
and leads me beside still waters.

3 He revives my soul
and guides me along right pathways
for his Name's sake.

4 Though I walk through the valley of

5 You spread a table before me in the
presence of those
who trouble me;
you have anointed my head with oil,
and my cup is running over.

6 Surely your goodness and mercy shall

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When this action has been completed, the Priest, at a place in full sight of the congregation, prays over
them, saying

Let us pray.

Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit
you have bestowed upon this your servant the forgiveness of sin,
and have raised Jer to the new life of grace. Sustain Jer, O Lord,
in your Holy Spirit. Give ber an inquiring and discerning heart,
the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love
you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen.

Then the Priest places a hand on the person's head, marking on the forehead the sign of the cross and
saying

Debrah, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked
as Christ's own for ever. Amen.

When all have been baptized, the Celebrant says

Let us welcome the newly baptized.

Celebrant and People

We receive you into the household of God. Confess the
faith of Christ crucified, proclaim his resurrection, and
share with us in his eternal priesthood.

Al stand. The Celebrant says to the people

The peace of the Lord be always with you.
Peple  And also with you.

Then the Ministers and People may greet one another in the name of the Lord

THE HOLY COMMUNION

The Celebrant may begin the Offertory with some sentence of Scripture.
During the Offertory, a hymm, psalm, or anthem may be sung. BCP 361

Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches,

and wisdom and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing.

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At the offertory, we gratefully offer back to God a portion of what God has given us, symbolically in
the Bread and Wine and in the money we give. An offering is received to support Epiphany’s ministry
of sharing God’s love. All are invited to make a thank offering as the plate is passed. The offerings
are then brought to the altar to be blessed by the priest.

The Celebrant faces the people and says

The Celebrant proceeds

It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and every- where
to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and
earth.

But chiefly are we bound to praise you for the glorious
resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ our Lord; for he is the true
Paschal Lamb, who was sacrificed for us, and has taken away the

sin of the world. By his death he has destroyed death, and by his

rising to life again he has won for us everlasting life.
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Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and
Archangels and with all the company of heaven, who for ever
sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

For in these
last days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to
be the Savior and Redeemer of the world.

On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took
bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body,
which is given for you.

Whenever you drink it, do this
for the remembrance of me."

The Celebrant continues

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O
Lord of all; presenting to you, from your creation, this bread and
this wine.

We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these
gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the Body of Christ and
his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your Son in his
sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, being
sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the fullness of time, put all
things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that
heavenly country where, with Blessed Mary, the Mother of God,
and all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your
sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn
of all creation, the head of the Church, and the author of our
salvation.

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for
ever. Amen.

THE ADMINISTRATION OF HOLY COMMUNION

Al baptized Christians who come in repentance seeking the Body and Blood of Christ and intend to
lead a new life following the commandments of God are welcome to receive Holy Commmunion.

All are welcome to come to the altar rail and receive a blessing from the priest. Indicate this at the rail
by crossing both arms over your chest.

The Sacrament is celebrated using wheat bread and fortified fermented grape wine.

We do not permit intincting the Holy Sacrament or dipping the bread into the consecrated wine.
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If, for any reason, you do not wish to receive the bread or the wine, please cross your arms as the
minister approaches. Although we encourage reception in both kinds, the grace of God present in the
Holy Sacrament is fully available in the Body or Blood alone.

You may stand or kneel to receive Communion. The consecrated Bread is received in the hand, the
right hand laid flat and placed on top of the left. To receive the consecrated Wine, grasp only the base
of the chalice and guide it to your lips.

If you would like Communion brought to you in your pew, please inform an usher.
If you have not been baptized and find yourself drawn to Jesus Christ and life in him, please let our

clergy kenow. We wonld be honored to have a conversation with you about Baptism or answer any
other questions. Baptism and life in the Body of Christ is open to all.

The Bread and the Cup are given to the communicants with these words BCP 365
Celebrant The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven.
Commmunicant Amen.

Celebrant The Blood of Christ, the cup of salvation.
Communicant Amen.

The people join the choir in singing the hynmns during Commmunion.

Holy Baptism

. What is Holy Baptism?

Holy Baptism is the sacrament by which God adopts us
as his children and makes us members of Christ's Body,
the Church, and inheritors of the kingdom of God.

. What is the outward and visible sign in Baptism?

The outward and visible sign in Baptism is water, in
which the person is baptized in the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

. What is the inward and spiritual grace in Baptism?

The inward and spiritual grace in Baptism is union with
Christ in his death and resurrection, birth into God's
family the Church, forgiveness of sins, and new life in
the Holy Spirit.

. What is required of us at Baptism?

It is required that we renounce Satan, repent of our sins,
and accept Jesus as our Lord and Savior.

. Why then are infants baptized?

Infants are baptized so that they can share citizenship in
the Covenant, membership in Christ, and redemption
by God.

. How are the promises for infants made and carried out?

Promises are made for them by their parents and
sponsors, who guarantee that the infants will be
brought up within the Church, to know Christ and be
able to follow him.

Introducing the Lesson
1 Reading: Acts 10:34-43

In this lesson Peter realizes that the good news of the gospel is meant for all
people, and he proclaims the crucified and risen Jesus. At first Peter was slow
to believe that God wanted him to bring the word to a non-Jew. But God has
shown this to be the divine will, and Peter gladly responds to Cornelius, a
Roman centurion, together with his family and friends. The risen Jesus has
appeared to chosen witnesses, and all who trust in him receive forgiveness of
sins in his name.

2" Reading: 1 Corinthians 15:19-26

In this lesson Paul describes the plan of the resurrection age: it has begun
with Christ’s rising, and this event gives us confidence that God will defeat
death, the last enemy. Some of the Corinthians either doubted Christ’s
resurrection or held that Christians could already live a fully resurrected life of
the spirit without any regard for the body. Paul insists on the reality of Christ’s
rising, which has made possible the hope of a new life in a world where all
presently die.

The Gospel: John 20:1-18

Our gospel tells of the discovery of the empty tomb and Jesus’ appearance to
Mary Magdalene. While it is still dark, Mary comes and finds that the stone
used to cover the tomb has been moved away. She runs and brings Peter and
another disciple whom Jesus loved. Although no human eye catches sight of
Jesus’ rising from death, these first witnesses see the discarded grave
wrappings and the other disciple perceives and believes. Mary remains
weeping at the graveside and talks with a man she assumes to be the
gardener. He speaks her name, and she knows her Lord.
